Though the minimum number of players can be 4 (2 male, 2 female), it is optional to have a maximum of 6 players, which can allow substitution due to fatigue or injury. Players with Junior, open or Senior BBC ranking are only allowed to play one of the five matches. 

Tournament Format

· Teams will play five matches in each round: Men’s singles, Ladies’ Singles, Men’s Double, Ladies Double, and Mix Double (Best out 3 out of 5 matches). The sequence of play will be determined prior to the start of the tournament. 

· All matches will be played best 2 out of 3 to 21 rally points.

· Each player can play a maximum of two events with the exception of Badminton BC ranked players, which can only play one.  

· Teams will start with small groups of round robin. The top 2 teams of each round robin pool will play in the semi-finals. Finals will be played by the winning team of each semi-final matches. 

· The Laws of Badminton govern all plays.

· Only Tournament birdies are permitted. Players may ask for additional birdies if the birdy is damaged beyond playable state.

· All players must sign a waiver of liability prior to the start of the tournament.
