The C.A.R.E. SFU Global Travel Award Program (the “Program”) is designed to provide travel assistance to students participating in an international volunteer or co-op work term with a not-for-profit organization involved in the provision of humanitarian assistance, civic engagement and international service learning.  The Program provides award recipients with donated Asia Miles points to make air travel possible in areas served by Asia Miles Worldwide partners.  
Award Description:  The Vancouver-based C.A.R.E. Society operates a long standing co-operative charitable program in conjunction with Cathay Pacific Airlines’ Asia Miles program.  C.A.R.E. distributes and donates Asia Miles points to make air travel possible for family reunification, civic engagement, international service learning, humanitarian work in developing countries and disaster areas including health rehabilitation, development and reconstruction projects in needy areas served by Asia Miles worldwide partner airlines.  The C.A.R.E. SFU Global Travel Awards Program makes awards available to all registered SFU students participating in an international volunteer or co-op work term with a not-for-profit organization that meets the C.A.R.E. program mandate.
Eligibility:  Selection by C.A.R.E. and SFU is based on the applicant meeting the Program mandate and the applicant’s demonstrated need for financial assistance.  These include:
· Working or volunteering for a not-for-profit organization and completing some form of humanitarian aid.

· Be a registered SFU Student.

· Project commitments must be a minimum of 1 month in length (longer project commitments are preferred).

· All successful applicants are required to complete the Bridging International Learning (BIL) course offered through the International Co-op office.
Terms & Conditions:  
· Award recipients are responsible for payment of all applicable fees, taxes, or surcharges (e.g. fees/surcharges imposed by carriers, travelers’ security charge, airport improvement fees, fuel surcharge, passenger departure tax, etc).   
· All flight bookings are subject to seat availability. All students are encouraged to be flexible with their travel itinerary (including departure and return dates, and routes), and submit their application as early as possible.  Acceptance into the CARE Travel Award Program does not guarantee ticket offers, students will be presented with the best travel options available at the time.  
· Award recipients must notify and obtain approval from C.A.R.E. SFU Global Travel Award Program for any changes to their project and travel plan in a timely manner.  C.A.R.E. Society reserves the right to collect from award recipients the equivalent cost of the fare at market value, as determined by the C.A.R.E. Society, for any unused portion of the issued tickets.
