
Lingua Aqua Video Installation - Student Work - Fall 2008

 (details will evolve as project develops)

Components of Student Participation in Lingua Aqua for Fall 2008:

1) Identification of content

· develop overview of appropriate content for project

· revise content overview in consultation with mentors and other participants

· prepare revised content overview

· identify sources, locations, and people for content creation and video production (Surrey)

2) Production Planning & Production Management

· develop production plan for Lingua Aqua audiovisual content

· revise plan in consultation with mentors and other participants

· track project as it develops

· revise implementation plan as necessary

· work with project participants to help ensure timely progress of project

3) Gathering of content

· contact people who will be appearing or speaking in the production

· interview and record audio and video material- have subject sign waiver (provided)

· review and log audio and video material

· provide transcript and translations of interviews

4) Post-Production

· develop an overall plan to integrate audio and video material

· prepare rough assemblies of audio and video material as they are gathered

· explore “look-and-feel” of video as it will appear in the installation, and make recommendations to instructor and project leader on options for producing and finishing the media component of the project

· in consultation with mentors and other participants, develop final plan for “look-and-feel” of video and audio sequencing, mixing, compositing and transitions

6) Project completion

· develop initial plan for 2009 workflow to finish the media portion of the project

· discuss initial plan with mentors and project participants, and participate in development of final 2009 workflow

Participation in this project does not automatically guarantee that your work will appear in this installation- your work will be submitted to a jury process by the project mentors, who will decide which content will be included. Students will be free to submit their audiovisual content to other venues of their choosing (film festivals, etc.).

The Fall work on the project will culminate in a draft version of the incorporated media production, clear identification of the “look and feel” of the installation and the media, gathering of much of the video and audio material, and a detailed production plan and workflow for finishing the project in the Spring of 2009.
