stats and case studies 

-discusses empirical literature and its 

conclusions about data 

-again, offers new synthetic view  

Original Analysis 

-offers a new theoretical and 

empirical analysis 

-explains superiority of this view 

-applied to case(s) or stats-cond’ns, 

assumptions 

Conclusion 

-answers research questions 

w/approp. conditionalities 

-summarizes implications of new 

analysis, for lit, data, & policy 

-gives policy & future research 

recommendations
