RESPONSIBILITIES??

1. Secure and control disaster area or site.

2. Establish traffic control 

3. Control the evacuation of personnel 

4. Rescue or assist in rescue of injured or entrapped persons.  This may include assisting in search and rescue operations

5. Secure University property 

6. Coordinate searches in the case of a bomb threat

7. Liaise with the City of Calgary Disaster Services

8. Establish a site information centre

9. Advise departments concerning the handling of hazardous materials (including the determination, detection and identification of hazardous biological and chemical agents)

10. Provide hazardous materials control and assist with the monitoring of clean -up operations

11. Provide radiation detection equipment

12. Provide emergency accommodation, food, clothing, registration and inquiry and personal services.  This would include temporary accommodations for students displaced from residence(s).  Personal services include counseling and psychological services

13. Establish and operate reception centre

14. Alert and call out volunteer groups or agencies that have established roles to play in the emergency response.

15. Recreational activities for evacuees housed on University property

16. Co-ordinate the preparation, approval and release of emergency information and instructions to university residents and the general public

17. Set up and operate an EOC and an adjacent  information centre t

18. Provide facilities for and control of the news media

19. Advise and assist the departments in the preparation of news releases

20. Provide emergency communications including EOC Communications

21. Co-ordinate emergency communications procedures and use of frequencies

22. Liaise with Telus and other outside agencies for additional communications resources

23. Legal advice and assistance to the University and all departments

24. Restore, maintain and operate essential facilities

25. Repair roads 

26. Provide emergency barricades and traffic signs

27. Provide emergency construction or technical supervision of emergency construction

28. Remove snow and debris

29. Arrange for emergency  fuel supplies

30. Estimate damage

31. Provide emergency accommodation

32. Provide for or arrange emergency water supplies

33. Maintain a supply of electricity under emergency/disaster conditions

34. Arrange to provide standby generators for emergency use

35. Liaise with Trans Alta concerning emergency power arrangements
