	Through out the terms I have improved in many areas in critical thinking and writing skills, most notably is establishing ethos. For instance, for the assignment 1 where I had to write about Self Reflection, I didn’t know how to establish my ethos because my answers are based on my plain opinions without any supporting examples. However, in the assignment 2 where I had to write short persuasive argument base on a documentary film Rip! A Remix Manifesto, I took a different approach in establishing my ethos by providing a lot of examples from the film.
