Group Health Presentation
Objective:  to present educational material for a specific health topic that will help individuals make healthy decisions with respect to that topic
Procedure: 
· Students will work in groups of 3 (groups and topics will be assigned in tutorials in week 3 of the semester)

· Follow instructions carefully; failure to do so will result in loss of marks.

· Due Dates: In tutorials starting week 6 
Detailed instructions:

· Select one of the following topics (there will be no duplication of topics within a tutorial):
· 1. Marijuana use in Canada
· 2. Vaccination administration in Canada
· 3. Depression
· 4. Cancer treatments and their effects
· 5. Yoga
· 6. Obesity epidemic in Canada
· Present relevant, contemporary and useful health information about your topic. Make sure you address your topic holistically and discuss the physical, social and mental implications on health. If your topic has more than one viewpoint, present the contrasting viewpoints. 
· Make sense of the topic for your class so they could answer basic general information about it. 
· Make sure that you have an appropriate amount of evidence and statistics to support your topic. 
· Make sure you work together effectively and that the time is divided up well amongst the three group members.
· You have 20 minutes to present your topic. The first few minutes should be devoted to introducing the topic to your class. The last few minutes should be devoted to concluding the topic and tying together the different concepts that were mentioned. 
· Although this is a health course, you can also discuss some non-health aspects of the topic.
· Each group must finish their presentation with a question for the class that provokes thought about their topic and that they have touched on during their debate. They will then lead the class in a 5 minute discussion about their question.
· Therefore, the entire presentation should not take more than 25 minutes. Keep to this time schedule, or you will lose marks!
· A projector is not available in the tutorial rooms, so PowerPoint cannot be used for the presentations. You are welcomed to use the blackboard/overhead projector/ or other visual aids to assist you
· You must include a minimum of 5 academic references for your entire group. These must be submitted on a separate piece of paper at the end of your presentation. They should be written in APA format. 
Assessment Rubric:

You will be graded on the following aspects:

· Logical organization of material

· Provision of correct, practical and useful health information
· Correct interpretation of research, demonstrated understanding of content, and application of this information
· References listed and appropriately cited

· Ability to work together in groups

· Creativity in presenting your ideas

· Demonstrations of critical thinking and exceptional insight

· Asked a question that provoked thought

· Lead the class well in discussion

· Ability to discuss the topic holistically
