Since it is essential for students to have a graphing calculator, the following list is provided as a guideline
to assist students and teachers in the selection of graphing calculators that conform to the requirements
stated in the Calculator Policy on page 1. This list is taken from the approved list of graphing calculators
published for the Advanced Placement Examinations, and has been adapted for the Principles of
Mathematics 12 Provincial Examination. Students may still bring to the examination a scientific

calculator (programmable or non-programmable) that satisfies the requirements of the Calculator Policy in

addition to their graphing calculator (although one calculator is sufficient for the examination).
