LIBS 7001 EXAM FORMAT: The open-book final examination will be three hours long and will consist of two parts. Part A of the examination is worth 8% of the course; Part B is worth 17% of the course.

Both parts of the examination are essay format.
· PART A allows you to use your creativity. Assume an audience of your peers in this class. Begin with a convincing introduction; state and develop your ideas clearly in the middle section; and end strongly with a concluding paragraph. 

To prepare for this part of the exam, study the form of the assigned essays in your Course Reader and your Strategies text. The Strategies chapter (Ch. 11) presents a sample student essay -- although note that your own essay will not be as long as the sample. 

· PART B asks you to write a clearly organized mid-sized essay on two of the assigned readings from the course. A choice of at least four readings will be given.  Your essay’s thesis should persuade the reader that your evaluation of your chosen texts is correct. Your goal is to demonstrate your understanding of some specified aspect from the course material as well as your competence in using them. When you quote or paraphrase from essays, cite the author’s name and page number.

To prepare for this part of the exam, review and make sure you are fully familiar with the following:
· The concepts and strategies discussed in course modules, in your Strategies, text and in the Course Reader.
· consider your own experience preparing essays for this course: both how you structured your essay & your argument and how you used sources you consulted

 An actual exam answer by a student 

who took LIBS 7001 the in-class final exam

This short essay, by a student during the three-hour in-class final exam for LIBS 7001, is a reasonable response to one of the exam questions given. Note that the essay is certainly not perfect in terms of paragraphing or even grammar; and that the type of question to which this essay is an answer will not necessarily be on the Final Examination in our present course.
Student example :  "Chill" 

When Bob came home from a hard day at the office, he immediately went to the fridge to get a chilled beer.  After he discovered his last cold beer was gone, he began to flip out.  Bob's reaction cast a chill over the shocked faces of his brother Bill and his sister Belinda as they sat at the kitchen table drinking the last of the beer.  When Bill collected himself, he asked Bob to chill out.

As the previous situation illustrates, the word "chill" has several meanings.  Bob wanted to drink a chilled beer.  Had Bob's beer been in the fridge, it would have become exposed to the cool air environment within the fridge

After Bob flipped out, he cast a chill over his brother and sister.  The concise Oxford dictionary, ninth edition, describes this sensation as "a feeling of fear or dread accompanied by a feeling of coldness."  Bob might have averted creating a chill if he had not flipped out and forgotten to close the fridge door. 

Finally, Bob was asked to chill out by his brother.  Bill could also have asked Bob to relax and stop being so tense.

After Bob relaxes, he, Bill and Belinda would go to the cold beer and wine story to replenish their beer.  Then they could hang out all evening and chill. (221 words)
