Another
function, when used with a verb like \» % £ ¥ (go) and = £ ¥ (come), is to indicate the purpose

for going/coming.

2. Time Expressions and Particle |Z

another (group 3) without the particle iZ, and the other (group 2) either with or without the
particle. Whether to add the particle I to group 2 time expressions is determined by various
factors, which, in this level of learning, are to be disregarded.

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4. Focus of Yes/No Questions

Responses to questions are normally short in Japanese, omitting the phrases already stated
in the questions. When yes/no questions have a focus, it is to be normally repeated in the
responses, especially in negative sentences. In the examples below, the focus of each sentence is
underlined. Note that responses X below are not natural responses.

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5. How to Respond to a WH Question Which Does Not Apply to You

You may be asked “What do you eat for breakfast?” while you actually do not eat breakfast.
The way to handle this kind of situation is to make your own statement such as “| do not eat
breakfast.” In your statement, repeat the topic phrase and use the particle |3 for what you need
to negate. Do not start the statement with \»\» 2 because the question is not a yes/no question.

(What do you eat for breakfast?)

6. Particle X & Conjunction £ L T

Although the particle £ and the conjunction © L T can both be translated as “and,” they
are used differently. The particle ¥ connects nouns while the conjunction © L T appears at the
beginning of a sentence which follows another sentence.

Eg., (1) hzLIZ »ITWRAIL P—RPE(EIZNE EXET,
(I eat toast and fruit for breakfast.)

(2) PELOVWEI XX HITRAIR F—r3i-NLE EXZT,

ZLT, 23b2% DAHET.
(My younger sister eats oatmeal for breakfast. And she drinks tea.)

7. Pauses and Grammatical Units

When reading sentences, pauses may be taken between grammatical units. The most basic
grammatical units in Japanese are noun-particle phrases (e.g.,, 7= LIX, 3 TI1IA %),
adverbial phrases (e.g., *® >, ¥ Z L), and verb phrases (e.g., & L /=, b2 i) £ 7).
Technically speaking, pauses may be taken after every grammatical unit. This is, however, not
practical. The phrase boundaries where pauses are most likely taken are: (1) after a period
(% %), (2) after a comma (TA), and (3) after the topic particle |d. Pausing after the
particle @ does not sound natural.
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8. Phrase r

In Japanese, phrase order is quite flexible. Normally, the topic phrase with the particle (1
comes first, then all other noun-particle phrases and adverbial phrases, and finally the verb
phrase at the end of the sentence. Although there are certain preferences as to which phrase
precedes which, all of the phrases except the verb phrase can be shuffled. Particles, however,
should never be separated from the noun phrases. Japanese language learners should learn most
natural phrase orders through examples given in the text although they need not worry too much

about them.

9. Adverbs F W iZH & ¥ XY X

Adverbs that express frequency, such as % \MiZ 5 (everyday), '\ &% X (every morning),
F# W IF A (every evening), \Z\ 2% (always), 52 (usually), ¥ % ¥ % (sometimes), etc.,
are usually placed right after the topic phrase marked with the particle Ix.

Eg, (1) LI Fudsx a—t—% 0OAxZT.
(I drink coffee every morning.)

(2) HELE 23¥% QYx—boblb=ouZ% LET,
(I sometimes do weight training.)

10. Quantifiers

Quantifiers, or words/expressions that indicate how many or how much, are usually placed
after the phrase that they modify. Examples of quantifiers include 7= ¢ XA (a lot), ¥ 2 L (a
little), and a number + a counter such as 1 £\ (one sheet/slice), 2IX\» (two cups/glasses),
31X A (three sticks/bottles), etc.

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Culture Notes II-6

1. Packed Meal

Packed meals or box/bag lunches are called ~A ¥ 9 or XA ¥ ) and are typically eaten
as lunch. Most kindergarten children and senior secondary school students take their XA ¥ )
to school for lunch. School lunches, however, are provided for a nominal charge (collected
monthly) at most elementary schools and many junior secondary schools. Some office workers
take their YA ¥ 7 to work.

Pre-made bento is readily available at bento outlets, convenience stores, supermarkets,
department stores (in the basement), kiosks at train stations, etc. Pre-cooked dishes and bite-
size frozen food can be purchased for packing one’s own lunch as well.

Bento boxes or containers come in various sizes, designs, and materials, and are washable
for reuse. So are chopsticks containers, which are wrapped together with bento boxes in a little
cloth bag or in a large handkerchief-like piece of cloth. Some people use thermal jars or boxes.
It is not customary in Japan to carry a packed meal in a brown bag.

2. Cafeterias at School

There are no cafeterias at elementary and secondary schools in Japan. School children are
discouraged or prohibited from bringing snacks to school. They are either served school lunches
or have to bring their packed meals to eat in their classrooms. At senior secondary schools,
students can buy bread, buns, sandwiches, rice balls, juice, milk, etc., for their lunch from
kiosks. At universities and colleges, cafeterias and coffee shops are an indispensable part of
students’ life. Bars, however, are not found on Japanese campus.

1. Consonants in the H Line

Not all of the five sound units |4, U*, 3., ™, and I in the H Line are pronounced with the
consonant H.

The consonant used in U is similar to the consonant which appears in the German word
“ich.” Non-german speakers may substitute this consonant with a strong H sound, or an H
sound with a lot of air.

The sound unit 5>, which is Romanized as HU in this textbook series, is often transcribed as
FU although the consonant used is not exactly the F sound. The English F sound is produced with
the upper teeth touching the lower lip while the Japanese equivalent is pronounced with the two
lips almost or very slightly touching each other.

E.g., 3»¥ A (futon), 3.5 (bathing room), 3.7z (two pieces),
329 (usually), 3% (old), & 7 3. (tofu )

slightly more air than the English H sound.

2. Consonant “F”

The foreign F sound produced with the upper teeth touching the lower lip is normally
Japanized as the Japanese F sound produced with the two lips almost or very slightly touching
each other. The sound units FA, Fl, FU, FE, and FO with the Japanese F sound are written as
77,74, 7,7 =x,and 7 +, respectively, using the regular size 7 and a small sized vowel
letter 7, 1, =, or 7. For the sound unit FU, the vowel letter 77 is not added because 7 itself
represents the vowel as well. Refer to Writing and Reading Practices 11-6 below.

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The sound units FA, Fl, FU, FE, and FO are somewhat difficult to pronounce for many
Japanese. This is because the common use of the Japanese F sound in modern Japanese is only
with the vowel u to make .5.. Some Japanese speakers break down or change the sound units FA,
Fl, FE, and FO into FUA/HUA, FUI/HUI, FUE/HUE, and HO. These Japanese-speaker-
friendly pronunciations are often found in older loan words and in older people’s
pronunciations.

7z b [in wide use] (felt)

3. Consonant “V”

The V sound does not exist in Japanese. The foreign V sound is usually Japanized as the B
sound.

Exceptionally, the foreign V sound becomes the W sound or the vowel U.

The sound units VA, VI, VU, VE, and
VO are writtenas /7, 7/ 41, 7, 7 =,and 7 #, respectively, using the regular size 7/, which
is the vowel letter "7 plus two dots (T A TA/) and a small sized vowel letter 7, 41, =, or #.
For the sound unit VU, the vowel letter 77 is not added because "/ itself represents the vowel as
well. Refer to Writing and Reading Practices 11-6 below.

Each imported Kanji carried its Chinese reading attached to its meaning. The Chinese reading
underwent Japanization of sounds and became the Chinese sound reading (5 A £ &) of the
Kanji. The meaning was translated into a Japanese word and became the Japanese translation
reading ({ A L&) of the Kaniji.

This is how most Chinese characters used in Japanese have acquired two readings. The
Chinese characters that carried more than one meaning were given more than one Japanese
translation reading. The characters that could not be translated into any Japanese words did not
get any Japanese translation readings. In the examples below, the Chinese sound readings are
shown in Katakana and the Japanese translation readings are shown in Hiragana.
