The main function of the particle 7° is to indicate the subject of a verb. Although it is
grammatically a basic particle, it is not often used because most subjects in Japanese sentences
are also topics, which are marked by the particle (2. The interrogative word 7241 usedasa
subject is always marked by the particle 7°.

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7. How to Respond to Open Questions

Questions like “What does/did {person} do?” that call for meaningfully complete
information as answers are called open questions in this textbook. Open questions are a kind of
WH question. Unlike other kinds of WH questions, however, you need to supply your own verb.

When answering an open question, how detailed you make your answer is totally up to you as
long as the information is complete. In the examples below, responses A, B, and C are all valid
answers while response X is not.

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Culture Notes II-7

1. Supermarkets and Produce

There are two types of supermarkets (A —/3— /A2 —/3—=7—7  })in Japan. One is of
smaller size and deals with only produce. The other is larger and often has several floors and
sells everything from produce to electric appliances and clothes.

Larger supermarkets look almost like department stores (7 /%— I ), the crucial difference
between them being that supermarkets are basically produce shops while department stores are
not. Supermarkets house the produce department on the main floor (1 #*\») and department
stores in the basement (5 7*).

In produce sections in supermarkets, and in department stores as well, vegetables (> = \») |
fruit ({ 7Z$ ?), fish (X 7 71), and meats (I () are neatly pre-wrapped in small portions.
The pieces of vegetables and fruit in packages are uniformly sized. Smaller fish are packed with
their heads and tails on, though already cleaned and ready to be cooked. Large fish and meats are
pre-cut: meats are in most cases de-boned but it is not always the case with fish.

2. Convenience Stores & Vending Machines

Convenience stores are not the only convenient quick stops in Japan. Vending machines
(LY 513AIT %) can be found in front of many shops, in railway stations, free way rest
areas, etc., and are usable after store hours. Items sold by vending machines include: pop,
alcoholic drinks, tea, coffee (hot and cold), potato chips, sandwiches, rice balls, noodles,
cigarettes, condoms, etc.
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Sound System II-7

1. Consonant “T”

Traditionally in Japanese, the consonant T combines only with the vowels A, E, and O. The
five sound units in the T Line are TA, CHI, TSU, TE, and TO. In other words, the sound
combinations Tl and TU are foreign to the traditional Japanese language. Japanizing these
foreign sound combinations, thus, faces problems.

The foreign sound combination Tl used to be Japanized as either CHI (), preserving the
vowel quality I, or as TE (7 ), preserving the consonant T. In newer loan words, however, both
the consonant and the vowel are preserved, creating the new sound unit TI. It is written as 7 1,
with the regular size 7 and the small size 1.

E.g., (1) “spaghetti”

The foreign sound combination TU is normally Japanized as TSU, preserving the vowel
quality U. In new loan words, the new sound unit TU that preserves both the consonant T and the
vowel U is sometimes used. Theoretically, this new sound unit should prevail as well as the new
sound unit Tl does. Its use, however, is normally limited to proper nouns: pronouncing TU
comes awkward to average Japanese speakers.

2. Consonant “D”

The consonant D, the voiced counterpart of the consonant T, also combines only with the
vowels A, E, and O. The five sound units in the D Line are DA, JI, DZU, DE, and DO: the sound
combinations DI and DU are not a traditional part of the Japanese language.

The foreign sound combination DI used to be Japanized as either JI (¥), preserving the
vowel quality I, or as DE (7), preserving the consonant D. In modern standard Japanese, the
sound unit JI is no longer written with Katakana  and instead Katakana /' is used. For
example, the word “radio” is now written as 7 ¥ 7, not 7 ¥ 7.

In newer loan words, the foreign sound combination DI is normally Japanized as the new
sound unit DI. It is written as 7 4, with the regular size 7 and the small size 1 .

E.g., (1) Older loan words

The foreign sound combination DU is now normally Japanized as DU, which is written as
k *, with the regular size F and the small size 7. Like the sound unit TU, average Japanese
speakers do not find pronouncing the sound unit DU comfortably easy. The spelling F = is
mainly used for writing proper nouns.

The old Japanization DZU appears only in some limited loan words with a limited range of
use. The sound unit DZU used be written with */, but in modern standard Japanese, it is written
with and X.

1. Number o hine haracters

Though some Chinese character dictionaries boast of their listing 80,000 characters, no one
actually knows exactly how many Chinese characters exist. This is mainly because Chinese
characters are not a closed system. Anyone could invent a new character and it might be
accepted by the society.

The basic mechanism to create new characters is to combine a few elements to form a
compound character. This mechanism has two sides: one is that it can produce an infinite set
of characters and the other is that each character can be associated with some other characters
by sharing the same elements. The irony is that the more characters a person knows, the easier
it is to guess the meaning and the reading of a new character.

2. Number of Chinese Characters Used in Japan

As endless as the list of existing Chinese characters is, the number of Kanji used in everyday
Japanese is only about two thousand. This is the level of Kanji knowledge needed to read
newspapers. At the completion of grade 6, twelve year old children know approximately one
thousand Kanji. Reading literature and classics requires knowledge of three thousand or more.

At elementary and secondary schools in Japan, a large number of class hours are spent on

teaching and learning Kaniji. It is a time-consuming task. It is said that Japanese schools require
longer class time than Western countries because of the burden of learning Kaniji.

3. Readings of Kanji Words

Because not every reader of Japanese knows all the Kaniji, the readings of Kanji words are
sometimes added to the texts. The readings are normally given in Hiragana and printed in a much
smaller size than that for the main text. In left to right writing, the readings are added directly
above or below the Kanji words, and in top to bottom writing, to the right of the Kaniji. In
certain cases, the readings are given in parentheses following the Kanji words in the main text.
