The verb form T is one of the conjugational forms of the copula verb T ¥ . It is used at the
end of the first sentence for the meaning of the copula verb plus the conjunctive meaning “and”
when two sentences are connected into one compound sentence. In writing, a comma is usually
placed after T. This T is to be distinguished from the particle T.

Eg., (1) ENIAIR Y¥(LAT, 7/8—FIZ VDEYT FATWET,
(Bill is single and lives in an apartment by himself.)

(2) br=LIF BT, W XIE 1830WWTT,
(I am twenty years old and my younger sister is eighteen years old.)

2. Particle ™

The particle ™ indicates the destination of movement that is typically expressed by a verb
like \% %7 (go), X X7 (come), and T» T £ ¥ (go out). It can be translated as “to” in
English. Distinguish this particle from the particle |Z, which indicates the activity or function
to go/come to. It can often be translated into English as “for.”

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Culture Notes II-8

1. Salaried Man

A salaried man’s life in Japan is quite different from his “white collar” counterpart in
North America (% 7=7 A ') 77). The salaried man is called # 7 ') — < .~ in Japanese and this
term is almost synonymous with the word 7> L $ \Z A (company employee).

Many salaried men get up quite early to commute from their homes in the suburbs to their
offices in the core of bigger cities. The train ride may take one hour to one and a half hours or
possibly more. Quite a few commuters ride a bicycle (LU TA L %) to the station, where they
leave their bicycles while they are at work. There are rows and rows of bicycles at every train
station in the suburbs.

Men tend to go out for drinks after work. If they have missed the last train home, they may
have to sleep in a “capsule hotel" (7 7+t L7k 7 )l), that provides only a space big enough for

sleeping.

Working overtime is not uncommon. Taking a long vacation is considered somewhat disloyal
to the company although Japanese people’s attitude toward holidays has been changing over the
last few decades. Some larger companies have started to promote taking holiday.

2. O-miyage

When Japanese people visit somebody’s home or office, they often bring a gift. This kind of
gift is called & 4 X>1¥. Store-bought and gift-wrapped sweets are most commonly chosen as
$ & X 1. They can be either Western-style cakes (7 — ) or Japanese-style sweets (H 2% ).

The gifts Japanese people bring home after they have taken a trip are also called 4 > 7.
This type of & & ¥ 1f can be sweets, liquor, folk craft, etc., as long as they are local products.

For Japanese people, bringing home # % %* ¥ from a trip is almost an obligation. They spend
a lot of money, time, and energy finding suitable gifts for “everyone” back home. # & %> |f
recipients include family members, relatives, neighbours, people at work, friends, etc. If
Japanese people fail to give an # 4 ¥ |7 to anyone they were supposed to give one to, their
reputations will suffer, as they will be considered rude and thoughtless. In order to avoid this
mistake and prevent any oversight, they usually buy spare items just in case.
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Sound System II-8

1. Sound Unit “SI”

The sound combination Sl, like the sound combinations Tl and DI, is not a traditional part of
the Japanese language although both the consonant S and the vowel | are. The I“column” Kana of
the S Line is L and is pronounced SHI.

The foreign sound combination Sl is normally Japanized as SHI and written as > in loan
words although the Katakana combination A 4, with the regular size A and the small size 1,
can be used in proper noun Japanization. The Katakana combination A 1 is pronounced SI.

E.g., ¥+ X (citizen), ¥ — X (season), ¥ — 7 — F (seafood)

2. Sound Unit “ZI”

The sound combination ZI, like the sound combination SlI, is not a traditional part of the
Japanese language although both the consonant Z and the vowel | are. The | “column” Kana of the
Z Line is U and is pronounced Jl (or DZI). Refer to Item 5 below.

The foreign sound combination ZI is normally Japanized as JI and written  in loan words
although the Katakana combination X 1, with the regular size X and the small size 1, can be
used in proper noun Japanization. The Katakana combination X 4 is pronounced ZI.

E.g., ¥ v /i— (zipper), ¥ 7Y 7 (zigzag), =a2—Y— 7 F (New Zealand)

3. Pronunciations for [ & 7

In modern Japanese, the second Kana U in the Z Line and the second Kana % in the D Line are
pronounced identically, and so are the third Kana ¢ in the Z Line and the third Kana 5 in the D
Line. In the beginning of words, they are normally pronounced DZI and DZU with the “hard “z”
while in all other cases, they are pronounced JI and ZU with the “soft z.”

Japanese speakers, when speaking in a foreign language, find it difficult to pronounce the
“soft z” at the beginning of words and the “hard z" in the middle or at the end of words. For
example, pronouncing the French word “je” and distinguishing “A’s” from “AIDS” and “rose”
and “roads” are a challenge for them.
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E.g., (1) with the “hard 2" L Lt (dictionary), CU»A (time),
A — L (zoom), ¥ 9 (headache)

(2) with the “soft 2" » L (a fire), WA L (what time)
A4 (cold water), 5% (map)

4. New Pronunciations for [ & U

The | “column” Kana of the S and Z Lines are L and U, the standard pronunciations of
which are SHI and JI (or DZI), respectively. A sizeable portion of Japanese speakers in
younger generations, however, pronounce these sound units as somewhat like Sl and ZI these
days. These pronunciations are prevalent among young pop singers. Japanese language learners
are advised not to adopt these new pronunciations.

5. Intervocalic “S”

Some English speakers have the habit of vocalizing the intervocalic S sound. That is, when
the S sound occurs between (=inter) two vowels (=vocalic) as in the English word
“conversation”, some people pronounce the S as the Z sound, which is the vocalized sound of the
consonant S.

This English pronunciation habit should not be applied to the intervocalic S sound in
Japanese. One way to avoid vocalization is to de-voice the vowel after the consonant S if the
vowel following is either 1 or U.

E.g., (1) &% (daughter) [musume, not “muzume”]
(2) €92 T¥4 2z (Letme see . ..) [soo desu nee, not “soo dezu nee”]
6. “TH” Sound

The TH sounds do not exist in Japanese. It is probably one of the foreign sounds Japanese
speakers will not incorporate into the Japanese sound system. The TH sounds, both non-
vocalized and vocalized, are normally undistinguishable from the S and Z sounds by Japanese
speakers. The English words “think” may be perceived and pronounced as “sink”, or more
likely, as “shink” and the English word “then” as “zen.”
