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Culture Notes II-9

1. l-Adjectives Ending with 7%\

I-adjectives ending with 7L \» tend to have some negative connotations. The most typical one
is 2 X 57\ (boring). There are three “NAI” adjectives which are often directed at children
as a part of their disciplining by Japanese parents: they are ABUNAI (& 317 1v) (dangerous),
KITANAI (% 7z72 W) ((dirty, unclean), and MOTTAINAI (£ 5 =L 1) ((wasteful).

When parents caution children, they call out ABUNAI (& 3.7 \\) (Watch out! / Be
careful!). For telling children not to touch something they think unclean, they shout KITANAI
( 2727 \) (Don't touch that dirty thing!). MOTTAINAI (£ - 7=\ 7% \\) (Don’'t waste [it])
admonishes children against being wasteful of food and drink.

In some ways, Japanese people are obsessed with cleanliness. The linguistic fact that the
primary meaning of the adjective KIREENA (= #11 %) (clean) is “pretty” is indicative of

this notion.

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2. nsonants “R” & “D”

The Japanese consonant R may sometimes sound like the D sound. This is because they are
both produced in similar fashions. The differences are that the consonant R is pronounced with
the tongue curled up and then flipped out while the consonant D is pronounced with the tongue
laid flat touching the end of the hard palate next to the upper teeth. Pronounce the Japanese R
sound looking into a mirror, and you should be able to see the back of your tongue, while you
cannot see it when pronouncing the consonant D.

In North American English, the consonants D and T in certain words, such as “body,”
“butter,” “little,” etc., are pronounced somewhat similar to the Japanese R sound. In some
regions of Japan, a good number of people cannot distinguish the R and D sounds because of their
particular regional dialects.

3. Consonants “R” “N”

Distinguishing the R and N sounds can be difficult for some Japanese language learners. This
is because the tongue position for the N sound is the same as that for the D sound and the D sound
is pronounced similarly to the R sound (Refer to Item 2 above).

The difference between the D and N sounds is that the N sound is produced with the air going
out of the nostrils, which gives the nasality to the sound, while the D sound is produced with the
air going out of the mouth only.

The problem occurs when the air goes out of the nostrils when attempting to pronounce the R
sound. Try pronouncing the consonant R with a vowel, such as RA, with your nose pinched. This
is to give you the proper physical sensation for pronouncing the R sound by forcibly eliminating
the leakage of the air through the nose. When you have learned this physical sensation, try
pronouncing without pinching your nose.

4. Sounds Not Distinguished by Some Dialects Speakers

In some dialects, especially in the Osaka Dialect Group, there are groups of people who
cannot distinguish between certain sounds: ' and L (Tokyo area); L and ¥ (Tohoku area: the
north-east part of Honshu, the largest main island); 72/ T/ ¥ and 5/ 11/ % (Osaka area), etc.
