The use of the simple past   Áüñéóôïò

As we have said earlier, the Aoristos and the Paratatikos have different uses. In a general
sense we can say that the Paratatikos is used when a situation is expressed in which the
action lasts over a period of time.
The two uses are best discerned when we use expressions such as every day and so forth.
