Pattern blocks


1. Create a repeating pattern using at least three different shapes. 

2. Create triangles using a combination of blocks
3.  How many different ways can you cover the hexagon with other shapes?
4.  Use exactly three blocks to make a pentagon. How many different ways can you do this? 
5.  Design a tessellating floor pattern.
6.  Create a symmetrical design. Describe the design to a partner.
7. Can you make a design with 6 pattern blocks so that Trapezoids make half of the total area? Draw a picture to show your answer.







Reducing Pattern Blocks
The picture below shows that it is sometimes possible to "reduce" pattern blocks by replacing some blocks with fewer shapes. 
1 Trapezoid + 2 Rhombi (3 shapes ) reduces to 1 Hexagon + 1 Triangle (2 shapes)
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
