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1) Make sure that the file “bin/CodeWarrior IDE 5.9 Prefs” in the CodeWarrior installation directory is writable when logged in with student permissions (or CodeWarrior will not start properly).  
2)  Because the preferences file must be writeable, students can easily mess up the desired preferences.  To protect against this, the computer admins in ENSC have created a batch file called loadpref.bat and for Windows XP have placed the batch file in the directory “C:\ProgramData\Microsoft\Windows\Start Menu\Programs\Startup”.  I have placed a version of this batch file with this file.  There are, of course, other ways to achieve the same or a similar effect if you would prefer a different strategy.  
3)  I have tried to be as accurate and clear as possible with these instructions, but Murphy’s law suggests that one should test the image when it is ready.  
4)  For a quick test of CodeWarrior for HC12, login with a student account, extract everything from SimpleHC12Project.zip, double click on the .mcp file, then click on the green debug icon, and finally click on the green start/continue arrow.  The program should end at a “nop” instruction following a “swi” instruction.
