Exam 1: A History of the Philosophies of Science and Technology

Question One: In the history of ideas traced in this series of works, how do epistemological devices - including but not necessarily limited to facts, paradigms, the epistème, enframing, symmetry, networks, prosthetics - work to improve our understanding of technology and science? How are they useful, and what challenges or limitations do they pose?
