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The Stavros Niarchos Foundation Centre
for Hellenic Studies was established in
2011 at Simon Fraser University through
a multimillion-dollar grant by the
Stavros Niarchos Foundation. Situated
atop Burnaby Mountain, just east of
downtown Vancouver, the SNF Centre

for Hellenic Studies is a major site
for Hellenic Studies in North America
and is committed to the advocacy and
study of Hellenism. The Centre supports
the Hellenic Studies Program at SFU
which offers undergraduate courses

in Ancient, Byzantine, Early Modern

and Modern Greek History, in addition
to Archaeology and Greek language
training. Graduate students working
with our faculty receive significant
financial support as well as teaching
and publication opportunities. The SNF
New Media Lab, through the creation

of the intelligent language tutor,

has forged new methods for language
learning and language preservation. The
Centre also has partnerships across the
United States and is leading the way in
the expansion of Hellenic Studies to
China.

The project brings together
revolutionary pedagogy with cutting-
edge technologies, such as machine
learning, natural language processing,
and mixed reality, to Greek language
education. This project also features
a significant internship program, which
brings young Greek developers to SFU
to work on the project and take part
in entrepreneurship workshops courtesy
of our partner Venturelabs®, a leading
business accelerator in downtown
Vancouver.

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At the heart of the Centre’s mandate

is the teaching and promotion of the
Modern Greek Language. To that end,
developers working in the SNF New Media
Lab have created the Odysseas Learning
Management System, which has allowed

the Greek Language Program to move
Greek language education online. The
Program offers four levels of online
Greek for university credit for SFU and
visiting students, and as a community
service to members of the diaspora. The
Greek Language Program is fortunate

to receive support from the Ministry

of Education, Research, and Religious
Affairs of Greece, who over the years
have seconded teachers directly

from Greece to work in the program.
Additionally, the Greek Language
Program administers the Ellinomatheia
exams for Western Canada on behalf

of the Ministry of Education’s Centre
for the Greek Language. This service
allows for an objective assessment

of Greek language proficiency and is a
requirement for many professions and to
study in Greece.

Interest from China about Greece’s
language, history, and culture, has
grown considerably over the past

number of years and the SNF Centre

for Hellenic Studies has been leading
the drive to meet this demand. The
Centre has established collaborations
and partnerships with an expanding
roster of universities and institutions
throughout China. Over twenty different
partners in China have used the SNF
New Media Lab’s Odysseas Intelligent
Language Tutor to deliver online or
blended courses on Greek topics to
their students and to date thousands of
students have taken the opportunity.

In addition, the Centre has supported
academic exchanges between Canada and
China through visiting professorships
and has supported important research
universities and institutions across
China to develop their own academic
programs in Hellenic Studies. Indeed,
long-time partner, the University of
Nankai recently established their own
Centre for Hellenic Studies, a first for
the country.
